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The Hispanic community in Central Florida is growing rapidly.  Between
1990 and 2000, the Hispanic population of Central Florida has increased
by 175 percent.3  Statewide the Hispanic community has increased 70.4
percent from 1.6 million in 1990 to 2.7 million in 2000.

Within the Orlando MSA, Orange County realized the largest growth of the
Regional Hispanic community with a population of 244,302; a 45 percent
increase from the 2000 U.S. Census.  The smallest growth rate of 17.1
percent was in Seminole County, taking its 2000 population from 40,656 to
56,557 in 2005.  Lake County has surpassed Osceola County in Hispanic
Population growth.  The Hispanic community in Lake County grew by 75
percent between 2000 and 2005, reaching 20,685.  However, Osceola
County continues to have the second highest population level with 88,374
(a 74 percent gain from 2000).
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The remainder of Central Florida, Brevard, Polk, and Volusia Counties
contain large Hispanic populations.  Between the 1990 and 2000 census,
the Hispanic populations in Brevard, Polk, and Volusia grew by 78, 200,
and 100 percent respectively.  Fishkind has estimated that the 2005

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Hispanic populations for these counties were 30,957; 67,866; and 40,822
respectively.

2.1 Current Hispanic Populations

Utilizing migration trends, as well as secondary forecast information
published by Bureau of Economic and Business Research (BEBR),
Fishkind has estimated current 2005 populations for the Hispanic
community by origin and by county.  These estimates were reconciled with
the 2005 and 2010 total Hispanic population projections, published by
BEBR.  We also tested multiple estimation methods for reliability and
stability.  We have determined that an average of a modified shift-share,
share, and linear method produces what we believe are the most reliable
population estimates.1  Our estimates of 2005, 2006, 2007, and 2008
Hispanic populations within Central Florida and the Orlando MSA are
shown in Table 4.

Our estimates show that the fastest growing Hispanic community is
Osceola County.  Within Osceola County (as well as Orange County), the
Puerto Rican communities growth has been surpasses by that of persons
with South American origin.  This year the South American community is
expected to increase by 7.5
percent in the Orlando MSA.
In total,  the Hispanic
communities of Central Florida
consist of 20,685; 244,302;
88,374; and 56,557 persons
residing in Lake, Orange,
Osceola, and Seminole
Count ies  respec t i ve ly .
Orange County continues to
boasts the largest Hispanic
subgroup populations with
17,297 Cubans, 28,882 Mexicans, 122,895 Puerto Ricans, and 23,455
South Americans.

Within the remainder of the
Central Florida Region, Polk
County has the largest Hispanic
population.  The Hispanic
population of Polk County in
2005 was 67,866, a 6.7 percent
increase from 2004.  In contrast
to the Orlando MSA, within Polk

County, the largest subgroup is the Mexican community; 36,128 people.

2.2 Demographic Characteristics

Major demographic characteristics contributing to the economic production
and productivity of a group are the age and income compositions of such
groups.  Using data from the 1990 and 2000 U.S. Census as well as
BEBR, Fishkind estimated the current and expected age distribution of the
regional Hispanic populations by place of origin.  These estimates are
shown in Table 3.

On average, in both the
Orlando MSA and Central
F lo r ida ,  the  Mex ican
community is expected to
remain the youngest Hispanic
subgroup.   The age
distribution for the Puerto
Rican community is weighted
heavier toward the 18 to 34
year old range in both Orange
and Osceola counties.   Lake
and Seminole Counties are weighted toward the 35 to 54 year old range.
Outside the Orlando MSA, the Puerto Rican community is expected to
become older (on average).

2.3 Population Projections

Net population growth can be considered in terms of births plus in-
migration minus out-migration and deaths.  The decision to migrate to or
from a region is a complex household and personal process, requiring
careful planning and calculation.  Typically, the choices to relocate are for
both pecuniary and nonpecuniary reasons.  Persons will migrate to or from
a region based on the expected labor market conditions, local employment
compositions, and personal characteristics such as accumulated
education and training.  They may also move based upon real income
potential.  That is, the difference in future income minus cost of living
adjustments.

The nonpecuniary benefits derived from a community may be realized in
the form of local amenities, such as the arts and entertainment as well as
